How to Build a Fence

. Here are a few tips on fence construction. Before
* you build, however, make sure the fence will be
_on your property —clarifying this with your neighbors
and checking local laws and ordinances.

SETTING POSTS: Stake out the fence location with f‘/ 4"0"\1

17 from end of board to prevent splitting. Use nails that
won't stain paint surfaces,

mason’s twine or fish line about a foot above ground,
and mark post locations. Dig holes with an auger or
clam-shell digger. Spacing to corner post may be slight-
ly less than line post spacing—permitting rails to extend
across the post rather than meeting at the center.

(Before setting posts, soak the lower parts, to a point
six inches above ground, in a good preservative, such
as Pentachlorophenol, or copper napthenate. Brush
preservative on above-ground joints.)

Check the right angle of your fence corners by
measuring 3’ from the corner along one string, and 4’
along the other. The distance between the two points
will be & if the angle is true.

Embed posts 2’ in ground with gravel base for drain-
age. Tamp soil and brace posts temporarily. Use a
carpenter’s level to make sure posts are vertical. Nail
2x4 crossbars about 14” long to underground part of
corner and gate posts for extra strength.

NAILING: Use 20d nails for nailing 2x4’s to posts, 6d
nails to fasten 1” or picket boards. Drive nails at least

FINISHING: Apply prime coat before assembling fence.
Pal.nt_fence to match one of the colors of the home. If
stain is used, penetrating stains that soak in and leave
no brittle surfaces are most easily maintained.

GATES: Gates should harmonize with the fence design.
Make them strong but not heavy. Use extra sturdy
hinges and latches just in case the “little people” in
your neighborhood like to swing.
